Welcome Back to the Clinic’s Corner!
Dr. Jane Goold-Caulfield, Director

Today’s story is about a little boy whose life has
been turned around by coming to the Oakland
Scottish Rite Language Center. He is a striking
example because he is 1.) a boy with autism
who wouldn’t ordinarily be treated here, 2) his
progress has exceeded everyone’s expectations,
and 3.) his treatment has consisted exclusively
of the Fast ForWord computer-based products
Language, Language-to-Reading, and Reading
I.

Fast ForWord is a computer-based treatment
program for children with auditory processing
and language disabilities. It consists of both
sound games and language games, which chil-
dren play for 1 hour per day, 5 days per week.
Brandon, age 8, was initially seen as passive,
with poor attention and little intention to com-
municate. He didn’t look at people or express
himself in words. But he could read somewhat,
and his attention improved when he partici-
pated in a Fast ForWord demonstration. Bran-
don was given a trial period of therapy here to
see if Fast ForWord would be a beneficial treat-
ment program for him.

Brandon’s progress was very slow at first. We
thought he might not benefit from this, as his
progress was flat on the first games introduced.
The month trial period was nearly up, when
suddenly, he got it! He zoomed upward on one
game after another, and finally finishing the
Language games. Parents were thrilled, noting
a big difference in his attention, and his inten-
tion both to communicate and to complete tasks.
Brandon’s special education teacher at school
asked what in the world we had been doing with
him, because he seemed so much more alert and
communicative! Now he is making comments,
asking for things, saying hello and goodbye, and
looking at people as he does so. He maintains
his attention and tries to improve.

Unfortunately, our license for Fast ForWord is
ending July first. To renew our license for one
year will cost about $5,000. Brandon will con-
tinue with Fast ForWord as long as he contin-
ues to make progress or until it ends. Brandon
has seemed to find a mission he could accom-
plish, and that has made all the difference!
